Advocates were worried about
people smoking in children’s Step 1:
parks and playgrounds.

Step 5:

Advocates call the San Francisco
Recreation and Park Department
whenever there is'smoking to
ensure the policy is enforced!

Step 4:

Advocates got 180

people to 'sign a petition.
They went'onTV, radio
and newspaper. They
presented to\San Francisco
Recreation and Park
Department who passed

a policy that smoking

was banned in parks and
playgrounds.

Duration of Project: 18 months

An Action is:

e achievable

¢ long-term, or sustainable

e compels another entity to do
some thing to change the
environment (place people
live) for the well being of all

An Activity is:

e An educational intervention
that leads up to and supports
the action.

Repeat the
Process

Advocates surveyed people
in the parks, counted cig
butts, and found out who
makes policy for the parks
and playgrounds.

Step 2:

Advocates found out that San Francisco
Recreation and Park Department policy
only banned smoking inside of centers

Step 3: (even though adults smoked outside in
children’s area) and that Parks/Rec centers
are second homes to many children.

Funding: $60,000
